The Medal Ceremonies will commence soon after the final results are announced.

Individual

First: The Archer winning the Individual event will be presented a Gold medal & Diploma
Second: The Archer winning the Individual event will be presented a Silver medal & Diploma

Third:  The Archer winning the Individual event will be presented a Bronze medal & Diploma

Team

First:  The three (3) member team scoring highest points will be presented a Gold medals &
Diplomas.

Second: Three (3) member team placed second will be presented with Silver medals and
Diplomas.

Third: The three (3) member team placed third will be presented Bronze medals and
Diplomas.

The ceremonies will take place at the competition arena facing the Games Family stand. Gold,
Silver and Bronze medals will be awarded were at least Six (6) CGAs from Three (3) Regions are
represented in accordance with Commonwealth Games Sports Manual. The National Anthem of

4) Competition Rules and Regulations

The Archery competitions at the Delhi 2010 Commonwealth Games will be held in accordance
with the FITA Constitution and Rules, effective as on April 1, 2010, and the Bye-Laws passed
by the FITA Council in November 2009.

The FITA 70m Round will be followed by the Olympic Round (including sets for Individuals,
regular scoring for the Team Round).

4.1 Competition Format

The Archery Competition takes place from October 4 to 6, 2010 (Day 1¢Day 3) at Yamuna
Sports Complex Archery Venue and from October 7 to 10, 2010 (Day 4-Day 7) at India Gate.

All qualification rounds, individual 1/32, 1/16 and 1/8 elimination rounds and team 1/8, 1/4
eliminations are held from October 4 to 6, 2010 (Day 1-Day 3) at the Yamuna Sports
Complex Archery Venue.

All Individual Quarter Finals, Semi Finals and Finals, and Team Semi Finals and Finals are
held from October 7 to 10, 2010 (Day 4-Day 7) at India Gate.

Quialification Round

The qualification round is the 70m Round which consists of 72 arrows shot in 12 ends of
six arrows at 70m on a 122cm target face. From the scores shot in the qualification round,

64 Archers and 16 teams will be qualified. The shooting time limit in the qualification
round will be four (4) minutes for each end of six (6) arrows.

FITA Olympic Round

Eliminations Rounds & Finals Rounds

Individual Eliminations Rounds

The Individual Elimination rounds consist of 1/32, 1/16 and 1/8. The matches for
Individual Elimination rounds are drawn by a match-play chart, which is based on the
ranking of the 70m Round. Each elimination round consists of a head-to-head match

from which the winner advances to the next round.

In Individual Elimination matches, Archers shoot up to three sets of 6 arrows at 70m
on a 122cm target face. The Archers have four (4) minutes to shoot six (6) arrows,
simultaneously.

In case of a bye, Archers will be allowed to shoot in their own target, but no score will
be recorded or allowed to be displayed.

Team Eliminations Rounds

The team eliminations rounds consist of 1/8 and 1/4. Each team will consist of three
Archers. The matches for team eliminations are drawn by a team match-play chart,
which is ranked according to the results of the qualification round of the 70m Round
(Competition Day 1). Each elimination round consists of a head-to-head match from
which the winning team advances to the next round.

In Team Elimination matches, the teams shoot 4x6 arrows in two minutes at 70m on
a 122cm target face, simultaneously. The Archers are free to choose the order of
shooting.

In case of a bye, teams will be allowed to shoot in their own target, but no score will
be recorded or allowed to be displayed.

Compound Team Finals

The Compound Team Finals consist of Semi-finals and Finals. The winning teams of
Compound Men and Women in Quarterfinals on Competition Day 3 will compete in
the Compound Team Finals match.

In team finals matches, the teams consist of 3 Archers shoot 6x4 arrows in two
minutes, alternately. There are three Archers per team, who shoot one arrow each
rotation. Each Archer shoot 2 arrows in one end.

The higher placed team in the qualification round will decide who shoots first in the
first end of each match, and then the team with the lowest cumulative scores will
shoot first in each following end. If the scores tie, the team who shot first in the first
end will shoot first.



4.7 Recurve Team Finals

The Recurve Team Finals are shot following the same format as the Compound team
finals shot on the previous day.

4.8 Compound Individual Finals
The Compound Individual Finals consist of Quarter Finals, Semi-Finals and Finals. The
remaining eight Archers of each Compound Men and Women will compete in the
Final matches.

In Individual Finals matches, Archers shoot alternately up to 5 sets of three arrows in
20 seconds each arrow.

The higher placed Archer in the ranking round will decide who shoots first in the first
end of each match, and then the Archer with the lowest cumulative scores will shoot
first in each following end. If the scores tie, the Archer who shot first in the first end
will shoot first.

4.9 Recurve Individual Finals

The Recurve Individual Finals are shot following the same format as the Compound
Individual Finals shot on the previous day.

4.10 Tie Break for Individuals
If the tie persists after the third (3rd) set in Elimination Rounds and after the fifth (Sth)
set in Finals Rounds, a single arrow shoot off will be shot and the athlete with the
arrow closest to the centre will win.

4.11 Tie Break for Teams

In case of a tie, teams shoot one end of three (3) Arrows each in a sudden death shoot-
off until one team wins. The best score is used as the tiebreak on the first extra end or,
if tied again, on the second extra end. If a third end is necessary, the closest Arrow
(measurement) of the end to the centre of the target decides the winning team. If the
closest Arrow is tied, compare second closest Arrow for both teams. If the second
closest Arrow again tied, compare the third closest Arrow. If the third closest Arrow still
tied, teams shoot one more Three-Arrow end for score (and if tied, for closest to centre
arrow etc. as above).

5) Archery Equipment

Archery Equipment and facilities will be in accordance with the regulations and specifications
set by the FITA

6) Athletes Uniform

During competition, each athlete is expected to compete in their official CGA team uniform.

Athletes clothing and personal equipment must comply with the GFS10 of the CGF Games
Family Services Manual.

D2010 OC by 24:00 hrs. (Delhi-time)on 3™ September 2010. Any late forms, additional
applications or other alterations shall not be accepted after this time. All athletes must also
be able to meet CGF Eligibility Conditions as detailed in Articles 24 of the CGF Constitution.
