No player shall play in more than two matches, but different players and
combinations may be selected for different ties.

Team Managers shall make known to the Referee, the composition of their teams
four hours before the start of play in their tie (or such time as the Referee may
determine).

The direct substitution of one player for another previously selected shall only be
permitted with the approval of the referee, only in the case of illness or injury to
the player concerned occurring after the nominations have been made and
provided that the restriction to a player playing in two matches is adhered to.

A match conceded because of injury or illness shall count as if completed without
the conceding side scoring another point.

If, for the above reasons, the team is reduced to two players only, either both of
the same sex, or one of each, the whole tie shall be conceded.
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4.8 Order of Play

Any player participating in two matches is entitled to an interval of 30 minutes
between them. A player who is involved in both singles and doubles shall play the
singles before the doubles.
