During competition, each gymnast is expected to compete in his/her official CGA team 
uniform and as per the Reg. 9 (Section 2) of FIG Technical Regulations (2009 edition) 
Gymnasts must comply with GSF 10 of the CGF Constitution, noting the rules relating to 
identification on personal competition clothing and personal equipment.  

      
Gymnasts must attend all Medal Ceremonies in their official competition uniform.  

 

11. Entries  
  

All entries must be submitted in accordance with the Delhi 2010 Sport Entry Pack, which 
complies with the entry requirements of the CGF Constitution. The close of entry forms 
by number is 3 April 2010 and of Individual Entry forms is no later than Friday 3 
September 2010. All Gymnasts must also be able to meet CGF Eligibility Conditions as 
detailed in Articles 24 of the CGF Constitution. 

  

12. Competition Format  

12.1 Artistic Gymnastics:  
 

Each CGA is eligible to send a maximum of 5 Male Gymnasts and 5 Female 
Gymnasts to compete across all Artistic Gymnastics events.  

   12.2 Team Competition (Competition I):  
 

¶ All artistic Gymnasts are required to compete in the Team 
Competition.  

¶ Three to five Gymnasts from the same CGF constitute a team.  
¶ In teams where five Gymnasts make up the team, only four compete 

on each apparatus.  
¶ Each competing team's score is calculated by adding the best three of 

four scores at each apparatus to arrive at the team total.  
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¶ The Men's and Women's competitions are treated separately and 
medals are awarded for each competition.  

¶ Qualification for the individual events (Individual All-Around Final and 
Apparatus Finals) is based in each gymnast's individual results from 
the Team Competition.  

 
12.3 The draw for Competition I will be based on rank in the previous Commonwealth 

Games Championship. 
  

If more than one sub-division is required, they will be balanced in numbers and 
the order of progression follows in sequence from the CGA with the lowest team 
score to that with the highest team score (i.e. the last rotations will consist of the 
highest ranked CGA). Individual Gymnasts will compete in groups in the first sub-
division.  

 
Each CGA must submit the order of competition for the five Gymnasts, according to 
the work plan, at least 24 hours prior to the start of the designated competition. The 
four competing Gymnasts on each apparatus must be named immediately prior to 
the apparatus 'touch' warm up.

Á A CGA may replace an injured gymnast with another gymnast  only if the

Rotation within a group starts by the first gymnast on the first apparatus moving to 
the last position on the next apparatus. The rotation of Gymnasts continues in this 
manner for subsequent apparatus.

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13. Apparatus Finals (Competition III)  

 
¶ Qualification for the individual events is based on each gymnast's individual 

result from the Team event. The eight highest ranked Gymnasts on each 
apparatus will qualify for the Individual Apparatus finals with a maximum of 
two Gymnasts being from the same CGA.  

 
¶ Two Gymnasts will be selected to act as reserves in case of default by any of 

the qualifiers.  
 

¶ CGA may replace an injured gymnast with another gymnast only if the 
replacement gymnast obtained a higher qualifying score than the first named 
reserve. 

 
¶ Each Apparatus Final is treated as a separate competition with medals

14. Competition format Rhythmic Gymnastics:  
 

14.1 Competition I ς Team Competition 
 
¶ Three (3) gymnasts from the same CGA constitute a Team 
¶ Each CGA may enter a maximum of three (3) gymnasts 
¶ CGA who have not entered a Team may enter 1 or 2 individual gymnasts in 

order to be eligible to qualify for Individual All-Around Final (Competition II) 
and Apparatus Finals (Competition III) 

¶ To be eligible to qualify for Competition II a gymnast must have competed at 
least 3 apparatus in Competition I (qualifying round). 

¶ Each Team must perform three (3) exercises on each apparatus, by different 
gymnasts, with a total of 12 exercises. 

¶ A member of the Team may perform a maximum of four (4) exercises and 
not more than one (1) exercise per apparatus. 

¶ Teams compete in sequential order. 
¶ The Team classification is made by adding the best ten (10) scores from the 

three (3) competing gymnasts.

14.3 Competition III ς Apparatus Finals:  
 

¶ The eight (8) highest ranked Gymnasts on each of the four apparatus 
from Competition I will qualify for the Individual Apparatus Finals.  

¶ A maximum of two (2) Gymnasts per CGA on each apparatus can 
qualify.  

¶ For each apparatus two (2) reserve gymnasts are designated, in 
readiness to replace a defaulting gymnast  

¶ Qualification for Competition III represents an obligation to 
participate, however, gymnasts who qualify for  four (4) apparatus 
are entitled to compete in only three (3) of their choices. They must 
inform the Technical Director of the competition of their decision 
immediately so that the next gymnast in turn may qualify. 

¶ A CGA may replace an injured gymnast with another gymnast from 
the same country only if the replacement gymnast obtained a higher 
qualifying score than the first named reserve.  

¶ The time limit for the replacement of a gymnast is thirty (30) minutes 
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before the start of the competition. 
¶ Each Apparatus Final is treated as a separate competition with 

medals awarded for each Apparatus Final.

17. Timing, Scoring & Results  
 

Swiss Timing has been appointed as the "Official Timekeeper" for the Delhi 2010 
Gymnastics Competition Swiss Timing is responsible for the full delivery of Timing, 
Scoring & Results services.  

18. Dispute Resolution  
 

Relevant disputes or protests, along with applicable appeals will be dealt with in 
accordance with Articles 27 and 28 of the CGF Constitution and the rules or processes 
defined by International Gymnastics Federation (FIG) 

 
Sport technical disputes for the Delhi 2010 competition will be addressed in accordance 
with the relevant FIG Rules & Regulations for each discipline.  

 
Subsequent issues or appeals may be dealt with by the Federation Court as 

 detailed in Article 28 of the CGF Constitution where appropriate. 
  

An ad hoc Division of the Appeals Arbitration Division of the Court of Arbitration for 
Sport will be in operation in Delhi for the period of the Games and the period 
immediately leading up to the Games. The Court of Arbitration for Sport will address 
relevant cases as directed by the Federation Court or those that fall within its charter, in 
accordance with Articles 27 and 28 of the CGF Constitution.  
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19. Competition and Training Venues 

19.1 Competition Venue for MAG, WAG and RG (Indira Gandhi Indoor Stadium) 
 

The Gymnastics competition will be contested at the Indira Gandhi Indoor 
Stadium, which is located at Indira Gandhi Sports Complex, I. P. Estate, and New 
Delhi at a distance of about 6 km. from the Games Village.  

 
Indira Gandhi Indoor Stadium, situated in I.G Sports Complex was built in 1982 
for conducting 9th Asian Games.  Gymnastics, Cycling, Badminton, and Boxing & 
Wrestling Competitions of IX Asian Games 1982 were conducted in Indira Gandhi 
Sports Complex.  I. G.  Indoor Stadium which has been named after India’s 
former Prime Minister Mrs. Indira Gandhi, is a round shaped Indoor Stadium 
with 14,000 seating capacity. It is the nearest competition venue to the 
Commonwealth Games Village.  International competitions in many Sports have 
been conducted in Indira Gandhi Stadium. 

 

19.2 Travel Time  
 

Indira Gandhi Stadium is located approximately 15 minutes from the 
Commonwealth Games Village (GV), based on gymnast’s bus transport.  

 

20. The Field of Play (FOP)  
The FOP will comply with the relevant rules of the FIG.  MAG & WAG Apparatus and RG 
Carpet will be installed on the Podium. 

20.1 Venue Facilities  
 

In addition to the FOP, Indira Gandhi Indoor Stadium provides the following key 
competition facilities:

21. Sport Information  

 
A Sport Information Desk will be established at Technical officials and Media Entry point 
at Indira Gandhi Stadium.  The Sport Information Desk will be the distribution and 
collection point of relevant competition information for CGA Team Leaders.  

 
At the GV, a Sport Information Centre will also be established. The Sport Information 
Centre will be a central point of information for all Sports, and also contain the functions 
of Sport Entries at Games time.  
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22. Mixed Zone  
 

A Mixed Zone will be established at Gymnastics FOP Indira Gandhi Stadium which will 
enable interaction between Gymnasts as they are leaving the FOP and accredited media 
representatives.  

 
All Gymnasts will be required to exit the FOP through the established Mixed Zone in the 
Indira Gandhi Stadium.  

 

23. Training Venues 
 

Delhi 2010 will provide all participating CGAs who have moved into the GV with access 
to nominated training venues from 23 September 2010 to 14 October 2010. Two newly 
constructed Indoor hall measuring 50mx45m adjoining to main Indira Gandhi Stadium 
will be used as Training halls before the start of Artistic Gymnastics Competition and 
during the competition these training halls will be used as warm up cum training halls . 
One of the Training gymnasia will be used as Training and Warm up for MAG & the other 
portion will be used as Training-cum-warm up hall for WAG upto 8 October 2010.  From 
9 October to 14th October one of the Training halls will be established for the training of 
Men and Women Artistic Gymnasts to provide training opportunities to those who will 
participate in the World Championships to be held in the last week of October 2010.

Rhythmic 
Gymnast will also be provided second Training facilities from 9 October 2010 in 
one of the training halls adjoining to competition venue, Indira Gandhi Indoor 
Stadium.  There will be two training venues for Rhythmic Gymnastics from 9th to 
11th October, one at Yamuna Sports Complex and second at I.G Sports Complex 
adjoining to Competition venue.
