First Place: Gold medal and a Diploma for the winning pair. 
 

Second Place: Silver medal and a Diploma for the second placed pair.

Gold, silver and bronze medals will be awarded in all events where at least six 

CGAs are represented from 3 Regions in accordance with the CGF Constitution. 

3. Commendation  
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The Delhi 2010 Squash competition will be conducted in accordance with the rules and 
regulations of the WSF, supplemented by World Squash Tour Rules where applicable as 
determined by the Technical Delegate 

 
Notable differences or recent changes to the WSF rules and regulations that will be in place for 
the Delhi 2010 Squash competition are as follows: 

 

¶ Widened doubles court dimensions will be used (9750mm x 8420mm) 
¶ Doubles matches will be best of three games to 11 with point a rally scoring. There 

will be no setting at 10-all.  All doubles matches will be played on courts with tin 
heights of 17 inches / 43 cm. 

¶ All events now have a bronze medal playoff (ie one bronze medal awarded for each 
event). 

 

4. Competition Rules, Regulations and Procedures 
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The following squash equipment will be used for the Delhi 2010 Squash competition:

¶ Dunlop Pro ς Black Balls 

¶ Delhi 2010 will provide white practice balls. The CGAs to secure their own supply of

During competition, each athlete is expected to compete in their official CGA team 
uniform. 

 
Athletes clothing and personal equipment must comply with the GFS10 of the CGF

Squash athletes must also comply with the following requirements, as determined by 
the WSF: 

 
¶ For doubles matches, each pair must wear identical coloured shirts and 

shorts/skirts, which shall be of different colour to their opponents. In the event 
of a clash of colours, the first/ top named team on the match schedule shall be 
required to change. 
 

¶ For singles matches, each player on the all-glass court must wear significantly 
different colours to their opponent. In the event of a clash of colours, the 
first/ top named player on the match schedule shall be required to change. 

 
¶ Athletes must attend all medal ceremonies in their official CGA team tracksuit and 

appropriate footwear.

8.1 Singles 
The singles events (for both men & women) will have a 64 draw except where 

entries dictate. Singles matches will be the best of 5 games to 11 points, PAR 

scoring.

Seedings will be compiled by the WSF Seeding panel based upon the Professional

accordance with Squash Championship Draw Regulations.

Where it is necessary to have byes in the draw, seeded players will receive these in 

descending ranking order of seeding. 
 

In the event of withdrawals after a draw has been made no reseeding shall be done 

except when the two top seeds in one half withdraw. If this occurs one of the two top 

seeds (drawn) from the other half shall be moved to replace the higher seeded 

withdrawal. If however, one of the top two seeds in the other half has also 

withdrawn, then no reseeding will be done. There shall be no subsequent reseeding.

Replacements 
 
One member of a Doubles pairing may be replaced, as long as one of the published 
pairing remains. 
This rule is only applicable to the period up to one hour before the start of the first 
match contested by a pair. (I.e. no substitutions may be made to a pairing during a 
championship). 
  
Withdrawals  
Where the highest seeded pair in a pool withdraws the highest seeded pair in the 
second band will move into their place and themselves be replaced by the highest 
seeded pair in the lowest tier where there are four teams in a pool and the opportunity 
to do so. (Where the highest rated second teams are already in the withdrawn seed 
pool then only the movement from the lowest tier shall take place if applicable). 
  
Changes shall be only be made if withdrawals are notified at least 24 hours before the 
first match in the pool stage of the respective competition. 
   
The determination of seeding order where not individually numbered, together all 
decisions related to re-seeding shall be the responsibility of the Technical Delegate.      

 

 

Play will take place in Pools for Stage I, then knock out.

8.3 Determination  of final  pool positi ons 
 

The final positions in a Pool shall be decided taking into account of all the results of 

that Pool as follows:

Á If two pairs still equal, then by the results between the pairs  
Á If two pairs  still equal, then by the result between the two pairs 
Á If three or more pairs still equal, then by the greater positive difference between 

games won & lost 
Á If two pairs still equal, then by the result between the two pairs 
Á If three or more pairs still equal, then by the greater positive difference between 

points won and lost 
Á If two teams still equal, then by the results between the two pairs 
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Á Or if more than two pairs still equal, then by lottery 

 

Team Managers shall be solely responsible for all matters relating to the teams and shall 

be the only person authorized to communicate with Tournament Control. Team Managers 

will ensure that all their players conduct themselves according to the Rules of the WSF 

and CGF. 

 
Team Managers will ensure that all their players report to the Tournament Control Desk 30 

minutes before the programmed start of each match. 

 
The schedule for the next ŘŀȅΩǎ play shall be posted on the main notice board at the 

competition venue one hour after the completion of each days matches and at the Sports 

Information Centre at the Games Village (GV) and at the Competition Venue, Siri Fort Sports

An Ambermatrix LED Display scoreboard having display area of 3.9M x 5.0M, along 

with a smaller plasma screen will be located on Centre Court and smaller plasma

Relevant disputes or protests, along with applicable appeals will be dealt with in 
accordance with Articles 27 and 28 of the CGF Constitution and the rules or processes 
defined by the each International Federation.
