	 First Place : Gold medal and a Diploma will be  
	 awarded to the each member of the winning team.

	 Second Place : Silver medal and a Diploma will be  
	 awarded to each member of the team placed second. 

	 Third Place : Bronze medal and a Diploma will be  
	 awarded to each member of the team placed third.

Gold, Silver and Bronze medals will be awarded in all 
events where at least six CGAs are represented, in 
accordance with the CGF Constitution. A Plate and Bowl 
competition will be incorporated into the tournament.

4. Competition Rules and Regulations

The Delhi 2010 Rugby Sevens competition will be 

conducted in accordance with the Laws of the Game, 
IRB regulations, IRB World Series Sevens Tournament 
Manual 2009/2010 - Sections 7, 8 and 10 and will be 
governed by the CGF Constitution. 

Notable differences or recent changes to the IRB rules 
that will be in place for the Delhi 2010 Rugby Sevens 
competition are:

•	 The two losers of the medal semi-finals will compete  
	 for a bronze medal
•	 Variation from the IRB World Sevens 16 team format  
	 is that the plate and bowl competition remains but  
	 there will not be a shield competition for the Delhi  
	 2010 Rugby Sevens competition
•	 There will not be a reserve pool of players utilised at  
	 the Delhi 2010 Rugby Sevens competition

6.  Athlete Team Uniform

During competition, each athlete is expected to compete 
in their official CGA team uniform.

Athletes clothing and personal equipment must comply 
with the GFS10 of the CGF Games Family Services 
Manual.

Rugby Sevens athletes must also comply with the 
following requirements, as determined by the IRB:

•	 Participating teams and players must participate in the  
	 tournament in their national CGF Sevens team strip  
	 which must conform to the IRB kit specifications  
	 (except CGF and D2010 guidelines).
•	 They must have an alternate set of jerseys to  
	 wear for Games, where there is a colour clash. The  
	 alternate set of jerseys must also conform to the IRB  
	 kit specifications (except CGF and D2010 guidelines).
•	 For any match where there is a colour clash, the team  
	 wearing the alternate kit will be determined by a coin  
	 toss or by the Competition Manager.
•	 Squad numbers (1-12) will be assigned to all players,  
	 who participate in the tournament. Once assigned a  
	 number, a player will retain such number for the  
	 duration of the tournament. Numbers on jerseys  
	 and shorts must be of sufficient size and suitable  
	 design so as to be clearly identifiable from  
	 commentary and match tracking positions in the  
	 stands. The alternate set of jerseys must also be  
	 clearly numbered 1-12. Please note that in the case  
	 where the jersey has either a hoop or patterned  
	 design, the numbers must have a white background  
	 and border in order to ensure that players can be  
	 clearly identified.
•	 For ease of identifying players primarily for broadcast,  
	 nations may (not mandatory) have player’s surname  
	 clearly stitched or printed on his jersey for every  
	 game that he plays in. For similar reasons, nations  
	 must have a player’s number on the front of each  
	 player’s shorts.

Athletes should attend all medal ceremonies in their 
official CGA team tracksuit and appropriate footwear, 
even when the medal ceremony is scheduled for a 
different day to the day of competition.

7. Sports Entries 

The Sport Entry process is detailed in the yellow  
section of the Sport Handbook. All entries must be 
submitted in accordance with the D2010 Sport Entry 
Pack, which complies with the entry requirements of the 
CGF Constitution. The close of Individual Entry forms 
by name for Rugby Sevens is no later than 3 September 
2010. All athletes must also be able to meet CGF 
eligibility conditions as detailed in Articles 24 of the CGF 
Constitution.

8. Competition Format 

The 16 teams competing will be placed into four pools 
of four as follows:

Pool composition and seeding will be determined by the

Play on the first day of the tournament will consist of 
matches between teams in the same pool on a round 
robin basis. Teams will play three pool matches on day 
one. No extra time will be played in pool matches and 
points will be awarded on the following basis:

Win	  =	 3 points
Draw	  =	 2 points
Loss	  =	 1 point
No show =	 0 points

1.	 If a team wilfully refuses to play, or wilfully abandons  
	 a match in progress, without the prior consent of  
	 the Match Referee, then, subject to confirmation by  
	 the Disputes Committee, that team will be expelled  
	 from the tournament.
2.	 If a team has been expelled from the tournament, for  
	 whatever reason, then;
	 a)	 That team shall be deemed to have been  
		  awarded no pool competition table points and

		  to have scored no tries or points in the pool  
		  matches; and 
	 b)	 For the purpose of determining standings in  
		  the pool competition table, all match results  
		  against such team shall be deemed null and void.   
		  This means that all pool competition table  
		  points awarded in matches against the expelled  
		  team and tries and points scored or conceded  
		  in matches against such team will not be taken  
		  into account in determining standings in the  
		  pool competition table.

8.1 Determining Pool Table Standings

Position in the pool competition table shall be 
determined by competition points as set out above.

If at the conclusion of the pool stage, two teams are 
equal on competition points for any position in the 
pool, such position in the pool competition table will be 
determined;

1.	 On the result of the match between the two equal  
	 teams. The team that won that match shall be deemed  
	 to have finished higher in the pool competition table. 

2.	 If the match between the two teams equal on  
	 competition points at the end of the pool stage  
	 was a draw, then the following process shall be used  
	 to determine the placing:
	 a)	 The margin of points scored for and against a  
		  team in all pool matches shall be considered.  
		  The team with the highest positive margin of  
		  points shall be ranked higher in the pool  
		  competition table. If the tie still remains  
		  unresolved, then;
	 b)	 The margin of tries scored for and against a  
		  team in all pool matches shall be considered.  
		  The team with the highest positive margin of  
		  tries shall be ranked higher in the pool  
		  competition table. If the tie still remains  
		  unresolved, then;
	 c)	 The team that has scored the highest number  
		  of points in the pool matches shall be ranked  
		  higher in the pool competition table. If the tie  
		  still remains unresolved, then;
	 d)	 The team that has scored the highest number  

		  of tries in the pool matches shall be ranked  
		  higher in the pool competition table. If the tie  
		  still remains unresolved, then; 
	 e)	 The tie will be resolved by the toss of a coin  
		  between the Team Mangers, concerned.

3.	 If at the end of the pool stage more than two teams 
are tied on points then the following process shall be 
used to determine the placing:
 
	 a)	 The margin of points scored for and against a  
		  team in all pool matches will be considered. The  
		  team with the highest positive margin of points  
		  shall be ranked highest in the pool competition  
		  table. If the tie remains unresolved, then;
 
	 b)	 The margin of tries scored for and against a  
		  team in all pool matches will be considered.  
		  The team with the highest positive margin of  
		  tries shall be ranked higher in the pool  
		  competition table. If the tie remains unresolved,  
		  then;
	 c)	 The teams concerned shall be ranked by  
		  reference to the number of points scored in  
		  all pool matches. The team with the highest  
		  number of points scored in the pool matches  
		  shall be ranked higher in the pool competition  
		  table. If the tie remains unresolved, then;
	 d)	 The teams concerned shall be ranked by  
		  reference to the number of tries scored in all  
		  pool matches. The team with the highest  
		  number of tries scored in the pool matches  
		  shall be ranked higher in the pool competition  
		  table. If the tie remains unresolved, then;
	 e)	 The tie will be resolved by the toss of a coin  
		  between the Team Managers, concerned.

8.2 Finals Format

Following the completion of the pool games  
(Match 1-Match 24), the pool winners and the second 
placed team in each pool will progress to the medal 
competition. The third and fourth placed teams in each 
pool will progress to the Bowl Competition. The losers 
of the Medal Quarter Finals will proceed to the Plate 
Competition. 
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9. Dispute Resolution

Relevant disputes or protests, along with applicable 
appeals will be dealt with in accordance with Articles 
27 and 28 of the CGF Constitution and the rules or 
processes defined by each International Federation.

Sport technical disputes for the Delhi 2010 Rugby 
Sevens competition will be addressed in accordance with 
the relevant IRB rules and regulations as follows:

•	 IRB Regulation 17.
•	 At the discretion of the IRB, sanctions imposed  
	 during the Games may be acknowledged by the IRB  
	 after the Games.

Subsequent issues or appeals may be dealt with by the 
Federation Court as detailed in Article 28 of the CGF 
Constitution where appropriate.

An ad hoc division of the Appeals Arbitration Division 
of the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) will be in 
operation in Delhi for the period of the Games and the 
period immediately leading up to the Games. The CAS 
will address relevant cases as directed by the Federation 
Court or those that fall within its charter, in accordance 
with Articles 27 and 28 of the CGF Constitution.

   10.1.1 Travel Time 

	 Travel time from the Delhi University Stadium to the  
	 Games Village is approximately 45 minutes, based on  
	 athlete bus transport.

   10.1.2 The Field of Play (FOP)

	 The FOP will comply with the relevant rules of  
	 the IRB.

   10.1.3 Venue Facilities

	 In addition to the FOP, Rugby Sevens provides the  
	 following key competition facilities:

	 •	 The athlete dining has hot/cold buffet food  
		  service and seating is on the Level 2 and is  
		  accessed only via the designated staircase from  
		  the ground (change room) level.
	 •	 An Athlete Lounge is located on the  
		  ground floor.
	 •	 An athlete relaxation area has been reserved in  
		  the sports hall section in the basement of the  
		  building next door which will be a Boxing and  
		  Netball training venue upstairs.
	 •	 Exercise bikes will be available for use in the  
		  communal player preparation area.
	 •	 D2010 will have physiotherapy and massage  
		  services available for teams who wish to utilise  
		  these services, in rooms on the ground floor  
		  near the athlete change and general  
		  preparation areas.

	 •	 A team briefing/warm-up room off the  
		  Communal Player Preparation Area is available  
		  for bookings with the supervising Rugby Sevens  
		  volunteer.
	 •	L ocker/bench fitted changing areas and toilet/ 
		  shower facilities are immediately in proximity  
		  to the Communal Player Preparation Area and  
		  will be rostered. It is not intended that the  
		  lockers be used for player gear throughout the  
		  days of play.
	 •	 The Medical Room, Judiciary Room, Technical  
		  Officials, Technical Delegate and Competition  
		  Manager Offices, and other associated  
		  competition rooms are interspersed near the  
		  player areas on the ground floor.
	 •	 The Media Conference Room is located on the  
		  ground floor.

   10.1.4 Warm-up Facilities

	 The following arrangements will be provided for  
	 athlete warm-up at the Delhi University Stadium:

	 •	 A small area for ball-drills in the team  
		  warm-up rooms
	 •	 An ample warm-up space adjacent to the FOP  
		  to be used 15 minutes prior to the start of  
		  each match. These areas will be located at the  
		  south and north ends of the stadium building.  
		  Please note that more than one team at any  
		  one time may use this space.

   10.1.5 Cool-down Facilities

	 The following arrangements will be provided for  
	 athlete cool-down at the Delhi University Stadium:

	 •	 Teams will be permitted to remain in the arena  
		  for five minutes after their match, off the FOP  
		  at the southern end
	 •	 Exercise bikes can be utilised at the end of a  
		  match.

   10.2.4 Training Venue Schedule Bookings  
   and Alterations

	 CGAs will be given the opportunity to request  
	 preferred training times. Following this, CGAs will  
	 be allocated specific sessions for a nominated training  
	 venue. Additional details regarding training requests  
	 will be distributed through the CGA Relations  
	 Bulletin in May 2010. Further information about  
	 allocations will be provided in the Team Leaders  
	 Guide to be distributed in September 2010.

	 The allocation to training time slots will be  
	 determined by competition management and  
	 distributed equitably across all competing CGAs. 

	 Prior to the commencement of competition and  
	 throughout competition, information relating to the  
	 training venue schedule will be coordinated through  
	 the Sport Information Centre (SIC) located at the 
	 Games Village and displayed on the Games INFO 
	 network.

Full Bore Rifle – Open will be run in accordance with 
the Commonwealth Shooting Federation, as shown 
below.

Full Bore Rifle – Open Fired with full bore rifle (7.62 
millimetres) at 300, 500, 600, 900 and 1000 yards.

Two sighters – 7 to score at 300, 500 and 600 yards –

Stage 2:

Two sighters – 15 to score at 900 and1000 yards – 
highest possible score 150 points. Total highest possible 
score – 405 points

Pairs event – two person team each shooting stages 2 
and 3 as above.

8. Dispute Resolution

Relevant disputes or protests, along with applicable 
appeals will be dealt with in accordance with Articles 
27 and 28 of the CGF Constitution and the rules or 
processes defined by each International Federation. 
Sport technical disputes for the Delhi 2010 Shooting 
competition will be addressed in accordance with the 
following ISSF/CSF rules and regulations by the relevant 
Jury, Shooting Appeals Jury or the Technical Delegate.

Protests, appeals and disputes will be handled according to 
ISSF/CSF tules and regulations. The applicable fees will also 
apply, US$ 50 for a protest, and US$100 for an appeal.

Subsequent issues or appeals may be dealt with by the

An ad hoc division of the Appeals Arbitration Division of 
the Court of Arbitration for Sport will be in operation 
in Delhi for the period of the Games and the period 
immediately leading up to the Games.

9. Competition Procedures

Detailed firearm procedures will be communicated to 
CGAs in the Team Leaders Guide distributed prior to 
Games time.

Information regarding permit requirements for the 
import and export of firearms and ammunition into India 
will be communicated to CGAs via the CGA Relations 
Bulletin.

10. Timing, Scoring and Results

Swiss Timing has been appointed as the “Official 
Timekeeper” for the XIX Commonwealth Games 2010 
and is responsible for the full delivery of timing, scoring 
and results services for all sports as part of the total 
turnkey contract and sponsorship agreement.
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11. Competition and training Venues

Dr. Karni Singh Shooting Range, Tughlaqabad

The Delhi 2010 Pistol, Small Bore Rifle and Shotgun 
competitions will be conducted at the Dr. KSS Range, 
Delhi which is located in Tughlaqabad. This venue 
has been equipped with  electronic targets in the 
competition and final ranges. The venue has undergone 
an extensive capital works programme in the lead up to 
the Games.

The travel time from the Games Village to Dr. Karni 
Singh Shooting Ranges Delhi is approximately 45 
minutes.

The Delhi 2010 Full Bore Rifle competition will be 
contested at the CRPF Campus, Kadarpur. The CRPF 
Campus has also been upgraded with a new range.

The CRPF Campus, Kadarpur range requires 
approximately 70 minutes traveling time from the 
Games Village, and 35 minutes from the Dr. KSS Range, 
Tughlakabad.

11.1 Sport Information

A Sport Information Desk will be established at each 
competition venue. The Sport Information Desk will 
be the distribution and collection point of relevant 
competition information for CGA Team Leaders.

At the Games Village, a Sport Information Centre will 
also be established. The Sport Information Centre will be 
a central point of information for all sports, and will also 
include the functions of Sport Entries at Games time.

First Place: Gold medal and a Diploma for the winning 
athlete. 

Second Place: Silver medal and a Diploma for the 
athlete placed second.

Third Place: Bronze medal and a Diploma for the 
athlete placed third. 

3.3 Doubles

First Place: Gold medal and a Diploma for the winning 
pair.

Second Place: Silver medal and a Diploma for the 
second placed pair.

Third Place: Bronze medal and a Diploma for the third 
placed pair. 

Gold, silver and bronze medals will be awarded in all 
events where at least six CGAs are represented from 
three regions in accordance with the CGF Constitution.

4. Competition Rules, Regulations and  
   Procedures

The Delhi 2010 Squash competition will be conducted 
in accordance with the rules and regulations of the 
WSF, supplemented by World Squash Tour Rules where 
applicable as determined by the Technical Delegate.

Notable differences or recent changes to the WSF rules 

and regulations that will be in place for the Delhi 2010 
Squash competition are as follows:

•	 Widened doubles court dimensions will be used 
(9750 millimetre x 8420 millimetre)
•	 Doubles matches will be best of three games to 11 
with point a rally scoring. There will be no setting at 10-
all.  All doubles matches will be played on courts with tin 
heights of 17 inches/43 centimetre.
•	 All events now have a bronze medal playoff (i.e., one 
bronze medal awarded for each event).

5. Squash Equipment

The following squash equipment will be used for the 
Delhi 2010 Squash competition:

6. Athletes’ Team Uniform

During competition, each athlete is expected to compete 
in their official CGA team uniform.

Athletes clothing and personal equipment must comply 
with the GFS10 of the CGF Games Family Services 
Manual.

Squash athletes must also comply with the following 
requirements, as determined by the WSF:

•	 For doubles matches, each pair must wear identical  
	 coloured shirts and shorts/skirts, which shall be of a  
	 different colour from their opponents. In the event  
	 of a clash of colours, the first/top named team on the  
	 match schedule shall be required to change.

•	 For singles matches, each player on the all-glass  
	 court must wear significantly different colours to  
	 their opponent. In the event of a clash of colours, the  
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	 first/top named player on the match schedule shall be  
	 required to change.

•	 Athletes must attend all medal ceremonies in their  
	 official CGA team tracksuit and appropriate footwear.

7. Entries, Seeds and Draw

All entries must be submitted in accordance with the 
D2010 Sport Entry Pack, which complies with the entry 
requirements of the CGF Constitution. 

All athletes must also be able to meet the CGF eligibility 
conditions as detailed in Articles 24 of the CGF 
Constitution.

8. Competition Format

8.1 Singles

The singles events (for both men and women) will have 
a 64 draw, except where entries dictate. Singles matches 
will be the best of 5 games to 11 points, PAR scoring.

Men’s matches will be played on courts with tin heights 
of 17 inches/43 centimetre and women’s matches on 
courts with tin heights of 19 inches/48 centimetre.

Seedings will be compiled by the WSF seeding panel 
based upon the Professional Squash Association (PSA) 
and the Women’s International Squash Player Association 
(WISPA) rankings dated September 2010, and draws 
will be made by the WSF in accordance with Squash 
Championship Draw Regulations.

All draws will take place on 10 September 2010.

Plate events will be held for the first, second and third 
match losers of the main draw. 

Draw and bye procedure will follow World Squash Tour 
Rules.

Wherever it is necessary to have byes in the draw, 
seeded players will receive these in a descending ranking 
order of seeding.

In the event of withdrawals, after a draw has been made 
no reseeding shall be done except when the two top 
seeds in one half withdraw. If this occurs, one of the two 
top seeds (drawn) from the other half shall be moved to 
replace the higher seeded withdrawal. However, if one of 
the top two seeds in the other half has also withdrawn, 
then no reseeding will be done. There shall be no 
subsequent reseeding.

8.2 Doubles

The doubles events will have up to 32 pairs per event.

Doubles matches will be the best of three games to 11 
with point a rally scoring. There will be no setting at 10-
all. All doubles matches will be played on courts with tin 
heights of 17 inches/43 centimetre.

Seedings will be done by the WSF seeding panel and 
draws will be made by the WSF in accordance with the 
Squash Championship Draw Regulations.

Replacements

One member of a Doubles pairing may be replaced, as 
long as one of the published pairing remains.

This rule is only applicable to the period up to one hour 
before the start of the first match contested by a pair 
(i.e., no substitutions may be made to a pairing during a 
championship).
 
Withdrawals 

Where the highest seeded pair in a pool withdraws, the 
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highest seeded pair in the second band will move into 
their place and themselves be replaced by the highest 
seeded pair in the lowest tier, where there are four 
teams in a pool and the opportunity to do so (where the 
highest rated second teams are already in the withdrawn 
seed pool, then only the movement from the lowest tier 
shall take place if applicable).
 
Changes shall only be made if withdrawals are notified at 
least 24 hours before the first match in the pool stage of 
the respective competition.

The determination of seeding order would not be 
individually numbered, together all decisions related to 
re-seeding shall be the responsibility of the Technical 
Delegate. 

Play will take place in Pools for Stage I, then knock out.

The Pool/Draw layout will be determined based upon 
the number of teams.

8.3 Determination of final pool positions

The final positions in a Pool shall be decided taking into 
account all the results of that Pool (as follows):

•	 First by the greater number of matches won
•	 If two pairs still equal, then by the results between  
	 the pairs 
•	 If two pairs  still equal, then by the result between the  
	 two pairs
•	 If three or more pairs still equal, then by the greater  
	 positive difference between games won and lost
•	 If two pairs still equal, then by the result between the  
	 two pairs
•	 If three or more pairs still equal, then by the greater  
	 positive difference between points won and lost
•	 If two teams still equal, then by the results between  
	 the two pairs
•	 Or if more than two pairs still equal, then by lottery

9. Competition Procedures

Team Managers shall be solely responsible for all matters 
relating to the teams and shall be the only person 
authorised to communicate with Tournament Control. 

Team Managers will ensure that all their players conduct 
themselves according to the rules of the WSF and the 
CGF.

Team Managers will ensure that all their players report 
to the Tournament Control Desk 30 minutes before the 
programmed start of each match.

The schedule for the next day’s play shall be posted on 
the main notice board at the competition venue one 
hour after the completion of each day’s matches and at 
the Sports Information Centre at the Games Village and 
at the Competition Venue, Siri Fort Sports Complex.

10. Timing, Scoring and Results
 
Swiss Timing has been appointed as the “Official 
Timekeeper” for the XIX Commonwealth Games 2010 
Delhi. Swiss Timing is responsible for the full delivery of 
timing, scoring and results services for all sports as part 
of the total turnkey contract and sponsorship agreement.

An Ambermatrix LED display scoreboard (with a display 
area of 3.9 metre x 5.0 metre) along with a smaller 
plasma screen will be located in the Centre Court and 
smaller plasma screen scoreboards will be located in all 
other courts.

11. Dispute Resolution 

Relevant disputes or protests, along with applicable 
appeals will be dealt with in accordance with Articles 
27 and 28 of the CGF Constitution and the rules or 
processes defined by the each International Federation.

Sport technical disputes for the Delhi 2010 Squash 
competition will be addressed as follows:

•	 The Jury of Appeal will hear all appeals in relation to  
	 the playing of squash, and be responsible for  
	 adjudicating on all on-site matters.
•	 Any appeals made must be in writing to the WSF  
	 Technical Delegate within one hour of the end of the  
	 match or announcement of an activity.

Subsequent issues or appeals may be dealt with by the 
Federation Court as detailed in Article 27 and 28 of the

CGF Constitution where appropriate.

An ad hoc division of the Appeals Arbitration Division of 
the Court of Arbitration for Sport will be in operation 
in Delhi for the period of the Games and the period 
immediately leading up to the Games. The Court of 
Arbitration for Sport will address relevant cases as 
directed by the Federation Court or those that fall 
within its charter, in accordance with Articles 27 and 28 
of the CGF Constitution.

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9. Para-sport Classification and Rules

9.1	As all athletes participating will have an International 
Classification Card, there will be no classifiers present 
at the Commonwealth Games Delhi 2010.

Technical Officials are required to ensure that the rules and regulations of the sport are implemented in accordance 
with the ITF rules and regulations.

The number required roles and qualifications of Technical Officials have been identified by the ITF. The appointment 
of internationally qualified Technical Officials has also been coordinated by the ITF, in conjunction with the CGF.

Technical Officials requiring a national level qualification as determined by the ITF have been appointed by Delhi 2010 
in conjunction with the Indian Commonwealth Games Association.

4.1.5  The minimum increment between first, second and

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third attempts are now only one kilogram. In case of a 
successful lift, this is automatically reflected as the next 
attempt in the system.

4.1.6  In case of an athlete request of second attempt 
being interrupted by a revised attempt by another 
lifter, the time allowed for the lifter attempting two lifts 
successfully will be only one minute.

4.1.7  All Technical Officials will comply with the latest 
dress regulations of IWF unless specified otherwise.

4.1.8  Back-up manual score sheet and timing clock will 
be maintained by an international qualified official or one 
of the Jury members as deemed fit.

4.1.9  Chief Marshall, an international Category-I Referee 
will position himself in the warm-up room to accept 
attempt revisions and intimate these to the system 
operator on intercom.

4.1.10  Entry to the warm-up room will be strictly 
limited to pass holders. Different colour / annotated 
warm-up room passes will be issued for easy 
identification and monitoring by access control 
Volunteers and the warm-up room technical controller.

4.1.11  The speaker will be advised by the Jury to 
announce a brief explanation in case of Jury’s reversal of 
referee’s decision. This will be done before the next lift is 
taken up by an athlete. 

4.1.12  Competition platform and podium will conform 
to the latest technical and competition rules. This will 
include the restraining bars, distance of the referees and 
jury from the podium, demarcation of FOP. The barbell 
will be deemed loaded and the timing clock starts once 
the speaker has announced this in English, after the 
loaders have confirmed the loading and vacated the 
platform.

4.1.13  Chalk and resin bowls will be placed on the 
podium outside the competition platform near the entry 
point to the podium.

4.1.14  The 20 kg / 15 kg rule will be applicable 
irrespective of the number of groups in each weight 
category. The revised entry totals given by the team 
officials and recorded in the start-up list will be used 
while applying this rule.

4.1.15  The revised attempt for reduced weight cannot 
be availed of even by the same athlete once the barbell 
has been loaded and announced by the speaker.

The Para-sport Powerlifting events will be conducted 
in accordance with the International Paralympic 
Committee (IPC) rules, with any necessary exceptions 
to be advised. 

The IPC website www.ipc-powerlifting.org provides a full 
list of current rules.

The Powerlifting competition will be conducted in a 
combined category ’open event’ format, one separate 
event only for each gender, and only available to athletes 
having an appropriate IPC Powerlifting classification 
status.

Powerlifters must also have a valid IPC Powerlifting 
athlete’s license at the time of entry.

7.1 Athlete Team Clothing

During competition, each athlete is expected to compete 
in their official CGA team uniform.

Athletes clothing must comply with the GFS10 of the 
CGF Games Family Services Manual.

Athletes must comply with the IPC Powerlifting Rules in 
force at the time of competition. Attention is specifically 

drawn to the following equipment rules or requirements 
for all entered athletes:

7.2 Costume and Personal Equipment

Lifters must appear in correct and tidy dress, which must 
consist of: 
Athletes Costume and Personal equipment must comply 
with the GFS10 of the CGF Games Family Services 
Manual.

7.3 Suit

The lifting costume shall consist of a one-piece lifting suit 
with shoulder straps. The legs shall measure no shorter 
than 10 centimetre along each inseam and may extend 
to the ankles and include a stirrup. The suit shall be made 
from one-ply limited stretch material, e.g. Lycra (20 %) 
or cotton /Elastane (maximum 10 % Elastane), without 
any additional patches or padding. The straps must be 
worn over the shoulders at all times, while lifting in 
competition. 

7.4 Lifting Suit 

The lifting suit shall also be subject to the following 
requirements:
	 (a)	 It may be of any colour or colours. 
	 (b)	 The lifting suit may bear the badge, emblem,  
	 logo and/or inscription of the lifter’s nation or  
	 national association. The lifter’s name may be placed  
	 on any apparel or equipment. That, which is offensive  
	 or liable to bring the sport into disrepute, is not  
	 allowed. 

7.5 Example of lifting suit
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7.6 Undershirt

An undershirt, commonly known as a ’T-Shirt’ of any 
colour or colours, must be worn under the lifting suit. 
The undershirt is subject to the following conditions: 

7.7 Sleeves not below the elbows. 

	 (a)	 Is not ribbed. 
	 (b) 	 Does not consist of any rubberised or similar  
		  stretch material.
	 (c) 	 Does not have any pockets, buttons, zippers,  
		  collar or v-neck.
	 (d) 	 Does not have reinforced seams.
	 (e) 	 Is not constructed so as to place seams in a  
		  position, which in the opinion of the IPC  
		  Powerlifting, might tend to assist the lifter in  
		  Powerlifting competitions.
	 (f) 	 Is made either exclusively of cotton or  
		  polyester, or a mixture of both.
	 (g) 	 It shall not have sleeves, which terminate either  
		  below the elbow or up at the deltoid.

Lifting is not allowed without shoes. Doctor’s certificate 
in the International Paralympic Committee Powerlifting 
Passport may excuse footwear.

No stiffening, padding or under wiring allowed. 

7.10 Belt

Competitors may wear a belt. If worn, it shall be on the 
outside of the lifting suit. 

   7.10.1 Material and Construction: 

	 (a)	 The main body shall be made of leather, vinyl  

		  or other similar non-stretch material in one or  
		  more laminations, which may be glued and/or  
		  stitched together. 
	 (b) 	 It shall not have additional padding, bracing  
		  or supports of any material either on the  
		  surface or concealed within the laminations of  
		  the belt.
	 (c) 	 The buckle shall be attached at one end of the  
		  belt by means of studs and/or stitching.

Bandages may be used as follows:

8. Dispute Resolution

Relevant disputes or protests, along with applicable 
appeals will be dealt in accordance with Articles 27 and 
28 of the CGF Constitution and the rules or processes 
defined by the each International Federation.

The current constitution of IPC Powerlifting tables the 
following: 

At the official weigh-in, each athlete must produce 
evidence of having an active, current and up-to-date IPC 
Powerlifting athletes license / passport.

Failing to produce the above at / during the weigh-in 
incurs a fine of 100 Euro, payable to the President of the 
Jury.

In the event of a complaint or protest being made against 
a lifter by the member or official of any opposing team, a 
written complaint / protest shall be accompanied by the 
cash sum of 100 Euro or its equivalent in any convertible 
currency and given to the members of the jury.

If the Jury during its verdict consider that the complaint 
is of a frivolous or mischievous nature, then the whole 
sum may, at the discretion of the jury, be retained and 
donated to the International Paralympic Committee 
Powerlifting.  As per rule 15.8, of the current IPC 
Powerlifting rules, the jury’s verdict will be considered 
final and there will be no right of appeal to any other 
body.

9. Competition Procedure - Weighlifting

9.1 Finalisation of Entries:

The entries will be finalised in the team officials meeting. 
Substitution by reserve and amendment of the entry 
total of each competitor will be finalised in this meeting. 
This amended entry total will be used as the basis for 
allocation of groups in each weight category. The start 
list will be based on this and cannot be amended to 
include any further entry.

9.2 Reporting for Weigh-in:

Weigh-in will be held at the competition venue, two 
hours before the competition and will last for a 
maximum of one hour. 

The participating athletes and their coaches will ensure 
their presence outside the official weigh-in area at least 
15 minutes prior to start of the weigh-in.

9.3 Presentation and Introduction – for 
Competitors and Officials:

15 minutes before the start of the Competition.

During the competition, movements within the FOP will 
be restricted to only the Technical Officials, officiating in 
the category as per norms.

Entry in the warm-up hall will be limited to only those 
holding the passes valid for weight category in progress.

Competitors, at the conclusion of their lifting should be 
required to pass through the mixed zone where they 
may be interviewed by the media for their immediate 
response to their performance. 
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10. Competition Format - Powerlifting

Men’s and women’s Para-sport Powerlifting will be 
held as two separate single open category events, each 
encompassing all of its respective weight categories. Para 
Sport Powerlifting athletes compete in a horizontal lying 
position (on their back) on a specially designed bench. 
The athlete must complete a successful bench ’press’ as 
per the IPC Powerlifting Rules starting the lift within 2 
minutes of their name being announced, incorporating 
the following moves: 

Taking the bar from the racks (assisted or unassisted by 
the official spotters), holding the bar motionless at arm’s 
length until the chief referee calls “start”, lowering the 
bar under control down to the chest, momentarily hold 
it motionless (pause) then ’press’ back up to full arm 
extension, finishing with an equal lockout of both arms.

Medals for the Men’s and Women’s Para-sport 
Powerlifting event will be determined via the 
International Paralympic Committee approved,  AH 
Formula.

10.1 Weigh-in

For Para-sport Powerlifting, the weigh-in of the 
competitors must take place no earlier than two and a 
half hours before the start of the competition and will 
last for one and a half hours. All lifters in the category 
must attend the weigh-in, which will be carried out in the 
presence of three referees appointed for that category. 

10.2 The Field of Play (FOP)

The FOP will comply with the relevant rules of IPC 
Powerlifting at the time of the Games.

10.3 Athlete Medical

Wheelchair and Prosthesis Repairs will be coordinated 
through the Polyclinic.

Athletes, team officials and technical officials will be 
transported using a dedicated bus service for the official 
Games period, 23 September to 15 October 2010.

All buses being deployed for the transportation of 
athletes, team officials and technical officials are 
air-conditioned, CNG fuelled, low-floor, and offer 
ramp access to Para-sport athletes who have to be 
transported by wheelchairs. 

Buses will have the ability to accommodate from one 
(1) to five (5) wheelchair with sufficient space for 
accompanying equipment.

Low floor buses allow easy access for loading and 

unloading, as well as seating positions for wheelchair 
users and athletes accompanied by a personal care 
attendant.

Athletes and Team Officials

Athletes and team officials will be provided shuttle 
bus services from the Games Village to training and 
competition venues. Shuttle bus services from the 
Games Village to competition venues will run at a 20 
minute frequency and to training venues every one (1) 
hour.

Village Polyclinic 

The Village Polyclinic will be located in the Games Village 
and will provide primary medical care services from 16

These services will be supplemented by an Athlete 
Medical Centre at each of the competition venues.

The Village Polyclinic will be operational daily between 
8:00 and 22:00 hours (IST).

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DOPING CONTROL

The mission of Delhi 2010 is to implement an effective 
doping control programme during the Games, in 
accordance with the CGF Anti-Doping Standard (CGF-
ADS) developed in compliance with the WADA Code 
2009 and accompanying International Standards.
Athletes and supporting personnel participating in Delhi 
2010 shall receive updated and accurate information 
of the Doping Control Programme, and specifically 
the List of Prohibited Substances and Methods, health 
consequences of doping, doping control procedures and 
athletes’ rights and responsibilities.

The programme shall also promote the spirit of sports, 
and dissuade athletes from using Prohibited Substances 
and Prohibited Methods in order to establish a drug free 
environment. 

Athlete’s support personnel will be encouraged to 
educate and counsel their athletes regarding Doping 
Control policies and procedures, and CGF-ADS enacted 
for Delhi 2010. 

It is believed that all participating CGAs, International 
Federations, athletes and athlete’s support   personnel 
shall cooperate with one another and with the CGF, 
Doping Control Division and other stakeholders 
to synchronise efforts in imparting Doping Control 
information and education.

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INFORMATION CENTRE

Information before 16 September 2010

Information from 16 September – 17 October 
2010

The Sports Information Centre (SIC) is located in the 
International Zone of the Games Village. 

In addition, there will be a Sports Information Desk at 
each of the competition venues and at the technical 
officials’ accommodation. 

Sports Information Centre at the Games Village 

The SIC at the Games Village will be operational from 
23 September to 15 October 2010 and will be located 
in the International Zone. It will be open daily from 7:00 
until 22:00 hours and will provide Chefs de Mission, 
team managers and team officials critical information 
specifically related to training and competition for each 
of the 17 sport, including the Para-Sport. 

Athletes will not have access to the SIC. 

Each of the 17 sport will have a dedicated Sport Desk 
within the SIC. The desks will be staffed by personnel 
who can liaise directly with the relevant Competition 
Managers. The aim is to provide a one-stop sport, 
transport, information service to team officials and their 
technical staff. 

The SIC will provide all sports information and results. 
Other general services offered by the SIC are: 

•	 Distribution of technical information on results, start  
	 lists, competition schedules etc.

•	 Distribution of information on technical meetings,  
	 seedings and draws. 
•	 Technical officials’ appointments, training sessions,  
	 transport arrangements, etc.

•	 Procedure for CGAs to book/amend training sessions 
•	 Procedure for CGAs to declare training sessions  
	 open to the media and for advising media on a daily  
	 basis about any open training sessions
•	 Providing communication links between competition  
	 venues, Delhi 2010 competition management and  
	 teams 
•	R eceipt and authorisation of requests for Athlete  
	 Venue Meals 
•	 Co-ordination of sports and other information for  
	 CGAs 
•	 General information service
•	  Co-ordination of other requests from team officials  
	 as applicable 

Sports Information Desk at Competition 
Venues

The desk will be operational on each day of competition 
from two hours before competition begins until half 
an hour after the end of competition, and will provide 
the same service (at a reduced level) as the SIC at the 
Games Village, as detailed above.

Sports Information Desk at Technical Officials 
Accommodation

The Information Desk at the technical officials’ hotels 
will be operational from 29 September to 15 October 
2010 to provide technical information to technical 
officials.
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CATERING

Athletes and Team Officials - Games Village 

The Dining Hall at the Games Village will be open 24 
hours a day. It has a seating capacity of approximately 
2,300 athletes/ team officials, along with 700 members of 
the workforce. 

•	  Cold food stations and beverages will be self serve,  
	 and hot food stations will be assisted service.
•	 The menu will cater for most geographical, cultural,  
	 religious and sporting needs. Menus will be varied in  
	 order to represent the ethnic and geographical  
	 diversity of the Commonwealth. 
•	 Athletes and team officials will require their  
	 accreditation (with a ‘fork and knife’ symbol) to enter  
	 the dining hall.
•	 A cafe and a bar will operate in the International 
	 Zone. Products can be purchased from these outlets 
	 using cash or credit card, i.e., there are no 
	 accreditation privileges.

Athletes Venue Meals 

•	 Athletes will be provided with a meal at competition 
	 and training venues when they are away from the 
	 Games Village for a minimum of four hours or longer 
	
•	 Catering facilities at the Games Village are designed to 
	 provide all catering and nutritional requirements of an 

	 athlete or officials’ diet

•	 All athletes and team officials should be encouraged 
	 to return to the Games Village for meals

•	 The Athlete Venue Meal (AVM) policy prevents waste 
	 (and expense) by ensuring that only athletes and 
	 officials with valid requirements are entitled to AVMs

•	 This policy is designed to be fair and reasonable, 
	 taking into account the individual’s or sport’s needs, 
	 travel time to venues and duration of the competition

•	 An AVM is a cold meal selection suitable for the 
	 sport, unless otherwise agreed with the Sport 
	 Functional Area. Selection will typically include a 
	 substantial roll, salad, dressing (seperate) and fruit 
	 yoghurt

•	 A procedure will document the process through 
	 which the Sport Information Centre at the Games 
	 Village will verify entitlements for AVMs

•	 AVMs may only be ordered by the Team Manager 
	 of each CGA at the Sport Information Desk by 
	 18:00 hours a day before the AVM is required. The 
	 requirement will then be forwarded to the Catering 
	 Desk, after verfication by the Sport FA in the Games 
	 Village, 
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ACCESSIBILTY FOR PARA-SPORT 
ATHLETES

Accessible Games Village

The Games Village has been designed to ensure that 
all areas are fully accessible and that it is flexible, 
comfortable and functional for all athletes and team 
officials, especially Para-sport athletes. The design of each 
residential area is such that it limits steps and thresholds 
at entries, provides elevators to upper levels and 
provides for open plan room designs and has bathrooms 
that allow easy access. 

The Games Village will also have an accessible intra-site 
shuttle bus service providing transport throughout the 
Village.

Within the Village the key components have been 
reviewed to ensure they are accessible, which include:

•	 International Zone – Automatic Teller Machines and  
	 bank, post office, Internet café, Ticket Office, general  
	 store, and toilets
•	 Transport Mall – paths, lighting, toilets, loading, and  
	 unloading zones
•	 Dining Hall and Casual Dining – serving counters,  
	 dining tables, and toilets
•	 Polyclinic – treatment tables and toilets
•	 Gym and Recovery Centre – treatment tables and  
	 toilets
•	 Village Management Centre

Other services available to Para-sport athletes include:

•	 Shower seats within  bathrooms
•	R epair of athletic mobility aid equipment, for e.g.,  
	 prosthetic limbs
•	R epair of wheelchair malfunctions, e.g., punctures,  
	 broken spokes or wheel rims 
•	 Assistance by Village staff and volunteers who have  
	 been appropriately trained to assist the Para-sport  
	 athletes.

Accessible Competition Venues

Delhi 2010 training and competition venues are 

accessible for all populations, including athletes and 
technical officials using wheelchairs, and those who have 
mobility or visual impairments. 

These facilities include athlete call rooms, media and 
Para-sport athlete mixed zones, toilets, areas for 
spectator seating and direct access to Games’ transport 
systems.

Due to limited accessible seating in all venues, seating for 
spectating Para-sport athletes may be limited in some 
venues.

Accessible Games Transport

The OC CWG Delhi 2010 has developed an accessible 
transport strategy to ensure that everyone can move 
independently, internally and externally of the Games 
Village.

Accessible transport for non-competing athletes is 
available from the Games Village to the city and key 
venues. Athletes should plan trips well in advance to 
ensure transport availability.

Any specific accessibility requirements should be 
communicated by the CGA to the OC CWG Delhi 
2010.

Wheelchair and Prosthesis Repairs

A wheelchair and prosthesis repair workshop will 
be located in the International Zone at the Games 
Village. Repairs to prosthesis and wheelchairs will be 
coordinated through the Polyclinic and all requests for 
repairs should be made through the Polyclinic.

Additionally, a limited wheelchair and prosthesis repair 
service will be available at each of the competition 
venues hosting Para-sport events.
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ARRIVALS AND DEPARTURES

Advice on Travelling with Wheelchairs

It is recommended that all CGAs liaise with their travel 
agent and airline to ensure arrangements are made 
for wheelchairs to be delivered to an arrival area on 
disembarkation from the aircraft.

The OC CWG Delhi 2010 recommends that passengers 
using wheelchairs make the following preparations for 
air travel:

•	 Clearly place the name of the wheelchair owner on  
	 the chair.
•	 Mark “day chairs” prior to arriving at the airport with  
	 tags attached to the front of the frame and the  
	 wheels

•	 Bright “bring wheelchair to cabin door” tags should  
	 be placed on the day chairs prior to departure

Consider partially deflating sports wheelchair tyres prior 
to placement in the aircraft’s hold to reduce the effect of 
air pressure changes. Ensure air pumps will be available.
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ACCREDITATION

Accreditation is the process that identifies and registers 
all Games participants. This process establishes a 
constituent group’s eligibility to enter a Games venue 
and the access entitlements they need to fulfil their role. 
Games participants include, amongst other groups of 
individuals, workforce, media, athletes, officials and guests.
All participants of Delhi 2010 are subject to an 
accreditation process. 

A valid Accreditation Card is required to access:
•	 All competition and training venues
•	 Games Village 
•	 Main Press Centre (MPC)
•	 International Broadcasting Centre (IBC)
•	 Games Flagship Hotel – the Ashok (GFH)

Accreditation Process 

•	 The OC CWG Delhi 2010 identifies the projected 
	 number of participants through exhaustive planning 
	 enquiries and historical data research

•	 After approval of the projected numbers the required 
	 Application for Accreditation Online User IDs are 
	 distributed to the responsible organisations to start 
	 the process
