A.0
Main Objects of Art Competition

· To celebrate in conjunction with the XXIX Olympic Games Beijing 2008.

· To further develop an active synergy between the worlds of art and sport at both national and regional levels.

B.0
Competition in Two Stages

· National Stage organized by the Olympic Council of Malaysia (OCM) in collaboration with the National Art Gallery Malaysia (NAGM).

· International Stage organized by the International Olympic Committee (IOC).

C.0
Categories of Submission


     The dimensions of the works may not exceed:

· Sculpture – 1.5 x 1 x 1m (including packaging) at maximum and shall not exceed a weight of 30kg.
· Graphic works (paintings, drawings, engravings etc) – 1.5 x 1m (including frames) at any media.

Forms

· The “Declaration Form” as supplied ought to be completed in full and signed by the author concerned.
· The “Entry Form” for each category as supplied ought to be similarly completed.
· A brief description in not more than 400 words on the submitted artwork is to accompany the submission---all to be enclosed in a sealed envelope, measuring 11” x 8”, with no identification mark thereon, save to contain the wordings: “2008 Olympic Sport & Art Contest”.

Entry Conditions (National Stage)

· Prospective participants are invited by OCM, either individually or enbloc through an institution concerned; each individual is allowed to enter individually and each entry is not permitted to be shared as co-authors.
· No age limit control 
· Entries are to be delivered to Olympic Council of Malaysia, Mezzanine Floor, Wisma OCM, Jalan Hang Jebat, 50150 Kuala Lumpur, on or before noon November 30, 2007.

· Each entry must be wrapped/boxed up with no name and/or any identification mark attached thereto; must be accompanied by the “Declaration Form” with author’s full particulars therein and be enclosed in a sealed envelope, marked outside “2008 Olympic Sport & Art Contest”. The said envelope must similarly not contain any name or any mark of identification thereon.
· Upon receipt of each entry, OCM would assign a numerical identification to both the envelope containing the “Declaration Form” within, and to the accompanying submitted art work.
· The envelope containing the “Declaration Form” will only be opened after the Panel of Assessors has declared the result of all entries.
· Entries with identification marks and entries submitted after the stipulated closing date/time shall be disqualified forthwith.
· Entrants who are next-of-kin of or related to the Panel of Assessors and OCM officials shall be excluded from taking part in this Competition.

· The decision of the Panel of Assessors shall be final and binding.
· Each entrant is responsible for the safety in transportation of the submitting artwork; OCM shall be not be held responsible for any damages to the submitted artworks arising therefrom under whatever circumstance.
· At the conclusion of the Competition, entrants are responsible for their own collection of their submitted artworks upon due notification. If no response is being received therefrom after such notification, the OCM reserves the rights for the disposal of such submitted artworks in whatever manner it deems fit and proper.

Prizes

· The winner of the Sculpture and Graphic works categories will be sent to IOC for entry into the next “International Stage” of the Competition.
· The winning prizes for the “International Stage” of each category shall receive:

There shall be five (5) diplomas for runners up.

· The winners of the National Stage of Competition under OCM shall receive

Rights of Entries

· There shall be no third-party rights claimed for any submitted artworks.
· The OCM reserves the rights to publicize any or all entries received.
· Winning entries for entering into the next “International Stage” of Competition shall become the property of the IOC.

Panel of Assessors

· The Panel of Assessors will be appointed by OCM with Prof. Ar. W.Y. Chin, Vice President of Olympic Council of Malaysia as the Chairperson.

· All entries received are to be mounted by OCM to facilitate on site assessment by of Assessors.

· The Panel shall meet beforehand to decide on the criteria for assessment;

· The Panel Chairperson shall submit its written “Report of Assessment’ upon the conclusion of the assessment.
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
