Beijing 2008 Olympic Games Ticket Sales Guide

1. 
The purchaser is required to pay RM100 deposit for each Ticket Application  irrespective of the number or value of the tickets applied for. The deposit shall be paid to the Olympic Council of Malaysia, either by cheque or cash.

2.
If the purchaser cancels the Ticket Application, the RM100 deposit shall be forfeited.

3. 
If the Ticket Application is partially or fully successful, the RM100 deposit will be considered as the initial part payment for the tickets. 4. If the Ticket Application is partially or fully successful and confirmed, the purchaser can pay in full amount or in accordance with the following schedule in cash:-

a.
One Year before 20th July 2008 – 25% of the total RMB value of the initial allocation amount.

b. 
9 months before 20th July 2008 – 25% of the total RMB value of the initial allocation amount

c.
6 months before 20th July 2008 – The unpaid balance of the total RMB value of the final allocation amount.

6. 
If the purchaser requests the tickets to be delivered by courier service, the actual courier service fee will be charged to the purchaser. 

7. 
If the purchaser fails to make payment on the date set forth, a late fee of 5% of the outstanding amount plus interest charges of 1.5% per month of the outstanding amount will be charged by BOCOG, the organizing committee of the Beijing Olympic Games.

8. 
The purchaser is prohibited to display the trademarks, trade-names, logos, emblems or other distinctive signs affiliated to the Games upon purchasing the tickets for the purpose of promotion, advertising and in pursuing any marketing 

program.

9.
For tickets with face value of US$275.00 (approx. 1900 Yuan) and below, a handling fee of 20% of the face value of each ticket is charged.

10.
For tickets with face value of more than US$275.00 (approx. 1900 Yuan), a flat handling fee of US$60.00 for each ticket is charged. 

11.   
The purchaser is prohibited to use the designation as the “Official Ticket Agent of Beijing Olympic Games” or any terms related to the Olympic Games for tickets purchased.

13.
The purchaser is prohibited to sell and distribute the tickets to residents outside Malaysia.

14.
The purchaser is prohibited to have any prominent display of trademarks, trade-names, logos, emblems or other distinctive signs (other than Games-related marks displayed by authorized persons) within the venues of the Games.

15.
Ticket reservation application form(s) with the deposit RM100/= (in cheque or cash), must be submitted to the Olympic Council of Malaysia, Mezzanine Floor, Wisma OCM, 50150 Kuala Lumpur, by noon on 25th February 2007.
